JOB DESCRIPTION

Job Summary:

Under general supervision of the Assistant Library Director provides library services and materials for
teens. This position’s responsibilities emphasize customer service, team building, and communication.
Reporting directly to, and working closely with, the Assistant Director, the Youth Associate will also work
closely with the Teen Librarian and other Youth Library Associates.

Essential Duties and Responsibilities:
e Plans, organizes, and publicizes teen programs, including but not limited to special events,
reading clubs, school and community outreach.

e Visits local schools for outreach. Create relationships with area schools.
e (Catalogs youth library materials. Assists with collection maintenance as necessary.

e Provides readers advisory service for children, teens and families. Assists youth in use of library
and its resources. Assists parents and other adults in selection of appropriate youth material.

e Provides patrons with reference assistance when necessary.

e Utilizes computer applications and library equipment, maintains current knowledge of system
wide and location specific procedures, processes, policies and operations. Utilizes Intranet,
email, and voicemail to maintain open channels of communication.

e Conflict resolution in regards to patron satisfaction issues or behavior.
e Organizes and gives tours of the library and its services to school groups, etc.
e Plans and/or participates in outreach activities.

e Collaborates with the Marketing Associate to compose and prepares public relations materials
such as news releases, flyers, brochures, etc. for youth programs and activities.

e Follows Ida Rupp Public Library System policies and procedures and ensures department staff
are also following policies and procedures.

Additional Duties:
o Performs other duties as assigned, including serving on teams and committees, etc.

e A public and visible face of the Teen Area, both within the library and outside in the community.
Interaction: Library staff, patrons, and community organizations/individuals.

Minimum Qualifications:
e High school diploma or equivalent.

e Knowledge of current library trends, specifically within children’s services.

e Ability to operate Library technology systems, including personal computer, software programs
and other job related equipment.

e Ability to maintain confidentiality and use appropriate judgment in handling information and
records.

e Ability to work accurately with attention to detail.
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e Ability to work a flexible schedule that may include days, evenings and weekends.
e Proficient in the use of the Integrated Library System (ILS).

e Successfully pass a background check.

e Valid driver’s license and reliable transportation.
